Education: Bachelor’s Degree in English, Secondary Education track, with a minor in Spanish from Mount Vernon Nazarene University; completing a master’s in English as a Second Language from the University of Southern California’s Rossier Online program  
Course Description: 7th Grade Spanish is a 12 week (one trimester long) course taught primarily through the use of the TPRS method (Teaching Proficiency through Reading and Storytelling). The only prerequisite is 6th Grade Spanish. The students will be taught over 100 of the highest frequency words spoken in Spanish through a fluency based method of storytelling and reading. They will also learn helpful vocabulary such as numbers, months, days, etc. Students must actively read and listen to Spanish stories and respond in Spanish to frequent questions to learn and to do well in the class. Writing in Spanish will be expanded so that students begin to write entire paragraphs in Spanish. 
Major Instructional Goals:
Students will learn to speak basic Spanish with an emphasis on successful conversation. They will also be able to read whole stories in Spanish. Their ability to understand and speak basic spoken Spanish will improve significantly by the end of the course.
Materials Required: Students are required to have their I.D., a three ring binder with a folder or divider specifically for Spanish, writing utensils, reading book, and homework calendar at all times.  
Management System: In this class we will create an environment in which students learn successfully and behave appropriately through a system of ample training in classroom procedures, positive reinforcement, and logical consequences. 
Coursework: Students will learn in class by listening to, reading, and speaking Spanish as much as possible. They will also work to improve their Spanish writing in this course.  This requires that the students listen, bring required materials and respond in Spanish when questioned.  We use a choral response for most questions, which requires students to respond together to over 50 questions an hour.  They learn best when they hear and speak the language frequently.  Therefore, a portion of the grade in this class is for listening and responding to their teacher every time I speak to them in Spanish.
