· A title page with your name, age, origin, and the following title:  ¿Qué me gusta?
· A page describing yourself  in 3 sentences.  Include at least one illustration;

· A page with three sentences describing what you like and/or like to do and two that tell what you don’t like and/or don’t like to do with illustrations;
· A page with three sentences describing what a friend (or family member) likes and/or likes to do and two that state what s/he doesn’t like and/or doesn’t like to do with illustrations;
· A page with two sentences describing what you and a friend (or family member) like to do together and one that states what you and a friend (or family member) don’t like to do with illustrations 

· A final page with three sentences describing what at least two friends (or family members) like to do together and one that states what those friends (or family members) don’t like to do with illustrations 

Please note that you can only use a likes/dislikes vocabulary word twice in this booklet (other than “gustar,” of course).  I want to know what you know, so please go above and beyond as much as you can.  You will do well--I know it!  ¡Buena Suerte!

The first draft will be an assignment grade, as will the peer editing worksheet.  The assessment is the Type 5 final draft, including the presentation.  The final draft will be graded with the course writing rubric.
