Write a postcard to a friend.  In your postcard you should:

· Write the date

· Greet your friend

· Ask how your friend is doing

· Say how you are doing

· Tell five things about Spain
· Ask for your friend’s telephone number and email

· Give your telephone number and email
· Say that you will see your friend soon
Once you have written the letter, draw and color a picture to represent España.  
Helpful words/ phrases:

"Dear" is querido or querida, depending on the sex of the person. The plural form can also be used. In Spanish, it is more common to follow the greeting with a colon rather than the comma usually used in English. 

· Querido Roberto (Dear Roberto) 

· Querida Ana (Dear Ana) 

· Queridos Juan y Lisa (Dear John and Lisa)
Although the following closings for personal letters may sound overly affectionate to English speakers, they are quite commonly used: 

· Un abrazo (literally, a hug) 

· Un fuerte abrazo (literally, a strong hug) 

· Cariñosos saludos (roughly, kind regards) 

· Afectuosamente (affectionately)

The following are common with close friends or family members: 

· Besos y abrazos (literally, kisses and hugs) 

· Besos (literally, kisses) 

· Con todo mi cariño (with all my caring) 

· Con todo mi afecto (with all my affection)

In business correspondence, the most common ending, used in much the same way as "sincerely" in English, is atentamente.
